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TOURNAMENT PLAY:
Challenges are announced at NOON Eastern time each Friday from March 8 through April 8,
2024. All current active League members are eligible to participate. All sewing must be done by
the entrant. One project may be entered per contestant per round of competition.

Each entry is judged on the basis of the “evaluated skill(s)” listed in the challenge when presented.
Entrants are free to adjust or interpret each challenge as they see fit, provided they start with the
initial pattern or template provided and display the desired “evaluated skill(s).”

Entries may be submitted by posting to the private social platform hosted by The League under the
“Share Your Projects” tab. Projects posted in other locations may be considered, at the judgest’
discretion. Deadline to submit entries is 11:59 pm Eastern time on the date indicated for each
challenge. Contestants who do not complete the week’s entry may be disqualified, although
admin reserves the right to allow a contestant to “play through” under unique circumstances.

Judging for each challenge will be by guest judge or League admin, as determined by The League.

Results for each challenge will be announced at noon Eastern time the Friday following each
deadline, at the same time that the subsequent challenge is announced. After the final challenge
deadline, April 5, only the grand prize winner will be announced. Grand prize winner
annoucement will take place during a LIVE Coffee Date hosted on the League social network
platform.

Prizes for the grand prize winner and runner-up are awarded digitally following the grand
prize announcement, according to the laws of the State of Georgia. International members
may participate, unless specifically prohibited by their local municipality or place of residence.
